PROJECT - Travel Journal Directions
You will be writing a “personal journal” style report about an imaginary trip.  The topic of each journal will go along with the section of the world you are covering in class.  The length of the journal will be a minimum of 4 paragraphs, 7 or more sentences per paragraph.  The format of your writing will be similar to what you are doing or have been taught in English class. 

Your journal needs to cover detailed information about the place you are visiting.  You need to cover only one country per paragraph. Each paragraph needs to start with a topic sentence that introduces your country and should be interesting and appropriate.  The remainder of the paragraph needs to have a minimum of three details about the location you are visiting.  Each detail should have a minimum of 2 sentences.  The first sentence should give the “DETAILED” name.  The second sentence needs to give a little bit of information about that detail.
RESTRICTIONS:

1. You cannot use the name of the hotel for any of your details.  It can be used in the introductory sentence or as additional information.

2. You cannot use a place to eat.  Food is off limits.

3. The language the people speak is not considered a detail.

4. Make sure -  DO NOT GIVE A GEOGRAPHY OR HISTORY LESSON.  THESE ARE DETAILS ABOUT YOUR TRIP THERE.  

5. YOU MUST TURN IN YOUR RUBRIC WHEN YOU TURN IN THE ASSIGNMENT. 

The 4th paragraph is a summary of your trip.  You can use some of the information you already covered, but do not repeat the other paragraphs here.  You could possibly summarize what you liked best out of all your details.

You will need to have a rubric outline attached and filled out for each journal entry you turn in.  The outline needs to be filled in with the detail information about each paragraph.
